The Applicant is requesting Master Plan, Adequate Public Facilities and Forest Stand Delineation approval for up to 456 single family and townhomes.  30-50% of the units will be single family; 50-70% will be single family attached or townhouse units.  There are 4 major land bays.   The property is 96 acres and has already been annexed into the city.

Earliest possible Planning Commission date is in September 2016.  Earliest project could begin to see a house is 3 years once Master Plan is approved.
